Asset Management Workshop

• The Enterprise Coastal Inventory Database (ECID) stores data 
for over 900 coastal structures and 250 associated inlets as 
well as NOAA and NDBC gages

• Data are accessible through a Google Earth interface or a 
query website

• Improved and updated version of the Database of Navigation 
Projects and Structures

Structures:
• Case history reports (Repair, Evaluation, Maintenance, and 

Rehabilitation - REMR)
• As-built dimensions and stationing
• Photogrammetry data
• Inspection photos and reports
• Aerial photos
Inlets:
• Inlet features
• Tide information
Gages:
• NDBC with links to gage information pages
• NOAA gages with links to real time and historic data, tide 

predictions, station information, etc.
